Dear Officer David Raddatz,

On November 15, 2011 Captain Steve Thiry nominated you for the “Chief Jeff Chudwin Award for Patrol Rifle

Excellence”.

On April 14, 2012 the NPRC's executive and advisory board consisting of 36 individuals convened to deliberate

and vote on the action of this year’s nominee’s.

Sir, it is my privilege and honor to notify you on behalf of the NPRC’s board, that your heroic actions on March

20, 2011 have earned you this year’s Chudwin Award for Patrol Rifle Excellence.

On that day officers responded to a complaint of a violent sexual assault against a six year girl. The responding
officers subsequently were ambushed by an assailant who opened fire with a .308 caliber rifle, striking one
officer and killing him. Upon your arrival, you leaned over to secure your M-16 rifle and rounds from the
assailant immediately came through the windshield where you had been sitting. In the chaos, nobody was
sure where the shots were coming from. You determined the house where the suspect was and which window
he was firing from, and began concentrating on that area. Eventually, you observed a barrel poke out of an
upstairs window and you took two shots with your M-16 that were aimed where a person would be standing
on the other side of the barrel. Your shots hit the assailant in the hand causing him to stop firing at the other

officers and take his own life, ending this tragic incident.
